1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
Mayor Duewer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present were: Alderman Campbell, Alderman Cleveland, Alderman Gray and Alderman Nagel.  Absent were Alderman Baines and Alderwoman Robinette.

Emily Copelin & Tammy Good to discuss the beer tent during the Waverly Community Picnic.  Ms. Copelin and Ms. Good were not in attendance and this item will be discussed at the February meeting.
Stu Good to discuss the Waverly Community Picnic.  Mr. Good was not in attendance and this item will be discussed at the February meeting.
John Bostic & Greg Watret – liquor license issue.  This issue was addressed due to a conflict between Mr. Bostic and Mr. Watret concerning their joint liquor license application previously approved.  As no payment was received by November 1 (the first day of the 3rd quarter of the current fiscal year, no license was issued.  In December, Mr. Bostic submitted a new liquor license application and that has become a point of contention.  As a result of the resulting discussion, Alderman Gray moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to void the previously approved liquor license application of Mr. Bostic and Mr. Watret.  Of the four (4) alderman present, three (3) voted aye and one voted present.  Therefore, the joint liquor license application is considered void.  The liquor license application submitted by Mr. Bostic, which was initially approved is now on hold pending the completion of the necessary background check for the designated manager.  This issue will be discussed at the February meeting.
CDS Office Technologies Angela Kirby and IT Tech regarding Multi-Factor Authentication (MFA).  Josh Ditto presented a proposal to implement program which includes: Workstation Maintenance and Support, Managed Switches, Firewall Monitoring, End-User Support Licenses, Managed Antivirus, Microsoft 365 Business Standard and DUO MFA Access Licensing.
