MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING JUNE 08, 2021 AT 7:00 P.M.
Call to Order and Roll Call.
The City Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Duewer at 7:00 pm.  Present were: Mayor Duewer, Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Cleveland, Alderman Durako and Alderman Gray.  Alderman Nagle was absent.
Pledge of Allegiance
Comments from the Floor
Jason Shumaker (WVFD & Rescue Squad) – requesting information regarding the purchase of ambulance gurney.  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Gray to pay $7000.00 out of the COVID19 Cures Grant toward the cost of the gurney.  All present voted aye.
Approve Open Meeting Minutes from the May 04, 2021 Meeting
Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Durako to approve the minutes from the May 4, 2021, City Council Meeting.  All present voted aye.
Approve the Reports of Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer  
Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to the reports of the Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer.  All present voted aye.
Pay May Bills Due in June 2021
Alderman Durako moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to pay the May bills due in June 2021.  All present voted aye.
Municipal
Discussion and possible action regarding fireworks permit for July 4, 2021.  Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Campbell to approve July 3rd and 4th as approved dates for firework displays.  Permits are available at City Hall for each person wishing to have a display.
Finalization of Committee assignments, mayor pro-tem, FOIA.  The new Committee Assignments were approved and the list is posted at City Hall.  No vote necessary.
Discussions and possible action regarding Interstate Municipal Gas Agency (IMAG) Member Withdrawal Ordinance.  Alderman Gray moved, second by Alderman Durako to approve the City of Creal Springs and the Village of Tamms request to withdraw from IMGA.  All present voted aye.
Finance
Second reading of 2021-2022 Appropriations.  Changes were made to the appropriation for 1) Gas Utility: Operation, Repair and Maintenance from $15,000 to $250,000 and 2) Motor Fuel Tax: Street Maintenance/Sidewalk Maintenance from $88,500 to $250,000.  The final appropriation for FY22 will be presented at the July 6, 2021 meeting in Ordinance form for final approval.
Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
Discussion and possible action regarding Rip Rap at the lake and the 319 Project.  Tabled until the July 6, 20021 City Council Meeting.
Discussion and possible action regarding Salter Park restroom renovation plan.  Tentative approval was given for the City to pay $2000 of the total $12,000 cost for renovation, pending final approval by the Lion’s Club of the funding they will be providing.  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Campbell to grant tentative approval based upon the amount to be determined by the Lion’s Club.  Aye present voted aye.  Final action will be taken at the July 6, 2021 City Council Meeting.
Discussion and possible action regarding Boat Dock Permits.  Alderman Durako moved, second by Alderman Baines to be begin the process of notification to those persons on Waverly Lake of the approval of and the annual fee ($200 per year) for having a boat dock on Waverly Lake.  The scheduled date for implementation is September 1, 2021, as the first due date, with September 1 of subsequent years being the annual due date.  All present voted aye.
Police

Chief Johnson reported no arrests during the month of May, as well as minimal traffic stops.  There was one incident in which we assisted the Morgan County Sheriff’s Office.  The “Lunch with a Cop” program at Waverly Grade School was a success and will be continued in subsequent years.  The issue of unleashed dogs was addressed with the remedy being: either call the Waverly Police at (217) 435-2351 and/or the Morgan County Animal Control Office at (217) 245-4015.  Office Smock began training at the Academy on June 5th.
Streets and Alleys
Discussion and possible action regarding approval to spend Motor Fuel Tax (MFT) allotment on the street repair program.  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to approve $157,000 for Maintenance of Streets and Highways by Municipality under the Illinois Highway Code, based upon documents prepared by Benton & Associates, Inc.  All present voted aye.
Discussion and possible approval of end of sewer project report from Jamie Headen. Benton & Associates.  Tabled until the July 6, 2021 City Council Meeting.

New Business:
Open Meetings Act Training – update from City Clerk.  All elected officials who have not previously taken the Open Meeting Act training presented by the State of Illinois must be so within ninety (90) days of being sworn in.  Due to the fact the State of Illinois Attorney General’s website is currently unavailable, the deadline has been extended until further notice.
Discussion and possible approval of Fall 2021 City Wide Clean-Up Day.  Possible dates in September/October.  The City will begin looking at dates in the fall beginning with the last Saturday in September, through October depending upon the availability of Flowers Sanitation.  Discussion will continue at the July 6, 2021City Council Meeting.
Old Business
The City received $370 in donations which was placed in the Turner fund for Spring City-Wide Clean Up Day.
The City received $51,330.53 from the Cure Grant (COVID Relief) which was placed in the Special Projects fund.
Discussion and possible approval of Royell Communications’ request for easement approval for Cable Project.  Permission for the easement was granted by John Lyons based upon discussions with Royell Communications
Executive Session
