MINUTES FOR THE COMMITTEE MEETING AUGUST 01, 2023 AT 6:15 P.M.
1. The Parks, Lake and Recreation Committee met to discuss the course of action to be presented at the Public Meeting to follow at 6:30 pm.  The Phase 1 proposal will be presented as: a) ½ mile walking path, b) playground additions, c) pickleball court, d) small pavilion and e) improved parking at the existing pavilion.  Phase 2 and Phase 3 will remain as a work in process.

MINUTES FOR THE PUBLIC HEARING AUGUST 01, 2023 AT 6:30 P.M.
1. Call to Order and Roll Call
Mayor Duewer called the Public Meeting to order at 6:30 pm.  Present were: Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Cleveland, Alderman Gray, Alderwoman Robinette, Greg Hillis of Benton & Associates, as well as nine (9) interested members of the public.  Alderman Nagel was absent.
2. Comments from the Floor

Phase 1 was presented by Greg Hillis, Benton & Associartes with the total cost of approximately $625,000.  The Illinois Department of Natural Resources (INDR) Open Space Lands Acquisition and Development (OSLAD) grant, if approved would provide ½ of the funding.  Other sources of income could be from donations and fund-raising efforts.  Phase 1 is a one (1) to Three (3) year project tentatively scheduled to begin in 2024.  The proposal for Phases 2 and 3 was also presented which would tentatively include: new bandstand in the southwest corner of the park, removal of the old bandstand, a flower area, splash pad and addition to the existing pavilion.  Comments from the floor were generally positive with some concerns expressed over the placement of the new bandstand, concern over tearing down the old bandstand and just fix/improve what is already in place.  Everyone in attendance were thanked for their comments and it was stated that there will be more meetings regarding Phases 2 and 3, prior to any officially submission.

MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING AUGUST 01, 2023 AT 7:00 P.M.
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.

Brian Silvestri, Project Manager for McCarthy Holdings Inc (the company constructing the solar farm south of town) and expressed interest in performing some community service project (i,e, handicapped ramping for homes, private play areas for special needs children ,etc.).  The Council was appreciative and look forward to any assistance they can provide.

All present voted aye.
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the IDNR, Open Space Lands Acquisition and Development (OSLAD) grant process.  Benton and Associates were approved to begin the OSLAD Grant Application in July 2023.  This is an on-going project for one (1) to nine (9) years.
Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Gray to approve Phase 1 of the Salter Park Renovation Plan at the cost of $625,000, based upon a successful bid for the IDNR OSLAD grant.  All present voted aye.
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible approval of the 319 Grant for the Waverly Lake TMDL & Watershed Plan Implementation.  Paperwork has been submitted David Souther, Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA).  We have been approved and awaiting the $90,000.

Chief Johnson monthly report included two (2) warrants arrests and no reported problems during the Waverly Picnic.  Security cameras at the lake are having some power problems and work is continuing.  The security cameras at the sewer plant are operational.  We are still awaiting lights for the new squad car.
Discussion and possible action regarding pay increase for Jason Divjak and Matt Turner.  Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Campbell to approve an increase for Officers Divjak and Turner.  Al present voted aye.

Discussion and possible approval of the City of Waverly Pay Plan and Salary Schedule.  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to approve the new pay scale for City employees effective August 1, 2023.  All present voted aye.
Discussion and possible action regarding a bid on the property at 129 & 143 North Pearl at the Morgan County Sheriff’s Sale.  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to approve placing a bid at the Sheriff’s Sale on August 9, 2023. Alderman Baines, Campbell, Clevland and Alderwoman Robinette voted aye.  Alderman Gray voted present.  As a note: an audience member expressed concern over the Council taking this action.

Mayor Duewer read a letter of resignation from Alderman Cleveland as he will be leaving the City Council.  Mr. Cleveland was warmly thanked via applause from the Council.
