MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING SEPTEMBER 07, 2021 AT 7:00 P.M.
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
The City Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Duewer at 7:00 pm.  Present were: Mayor Duewer, Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Cleveland, Alderman Durako and Alderman Nagel.  Alderman Gray was absent.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Darla Stewart from the Waverly Public Library presented a report.  The library received the FY21 Per Capita Grant in the amount of $1927.83.  The Book Sale was a successful thanks to community support.  Beginning January 1, 2022, there will be an increase in library fees for non-residents:  12 months = $64, 6 months = $32 and 3 months = $16.  Senator McClure is tentatively scheduled to be at the library on Wednesday, October 27th from 1:00 pm – 3:00 pm

9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
The 319 Project at Waverly Lake will remain as an on-going discussion item with Jeff Boeckler.  Joe Nagel reported, based upon a discussion with Jeff Boeckler that it will cost the City between $50K and $60K to get 1000 feet of riprap for the lake.  The $60K represents 40 percent of the total projected cost, with the remaining 60 percent coming from the 319 Project.  
Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Campbell to allow a maximum of $60K to be used for the riprap project out of the Lake and Special Projects funds.  All present voted aye.

Alderman Nagel also reported the Illinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) is planning to stock Waverly Lake with Hybrid- Stripped Bass.  A survey will be conducted by IDNR by October 4, 2021 for this purpose.

10. Police

The monthly Police Activity Report was presented by Chief Johnson.  The police assisted in two (2) vehicle accidents and the Waverly Picnic occurred without any major incidents.  The Chief stated that he is beginning to look at replacing the current Police Truck in the future.
