MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING APRIL 07, 2021
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
The Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Duewer at 6:58 pm.  Present were: Mayor Duewer, Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Cleveland, Alderman Durako, Alderman Gray and Alderman Nagel.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Jason Shumaker – WVFD / Rescue Squad – the auto gurney (Striker) needs replaced and Mr. Shumaker was asking the Council to consider if any financial Assistance could be provided.  The cost of a new gurney is $15,000.  The Council will consider the request and make a decision at the May Council Meeting.

Darla Stewart – Waverly Public Library – the Library will resume normal operating hours this month (1:00 pm – 5:00 pm on Tuesday, Thursday & Friday, 1:00 pm – 7:00 pm on Wednesday and 9:00 am – 12:00 pm on Saturday) – masks and social distancing will remain in place. The dates of June 4 & 5 were mentioned as possible Library Book Sale dates.  The State Library Grant has been submitted.  The FY21/22 budget was presented with no changes from the previous year’s budget.  Ms. Stewart also stated she had a personnel issue for Executive Session which will be presented at the May Council Meeting.

Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Cleveland – all voted aye.
5. Approve the Reports of Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer
Approval of Reports of Clerk, Bookkeeper and Treasurer – Alderman Durako moved, second by Alderman Baines – all voted aye.
Approval of Collector’s Annual Report – Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Nagel – all voted aye.

Approval to pay March bills - Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Cleveland – all voted aye.

Discussion and Possible Action of Senior Citizen Parking Spots/Signs – 2 spots in front of Senior Building.  During the discussion, the question was asked, who made the request?  Also, if one spot would be acceptable and if it could state: Senior Center Business 10:30 am – 2:00 pm.  More specifics are needed prior to possible action being taken at the May Council Meeting.
Discussion and Possible Action of reinstatement of Liquor License fees beginning May 1st - Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to reinstate fees effective May 1, 2021 – all voted aye.

8. Finance
Discussion and Possible Action to Hire Auditors-Estes, Bridgewater & Ogden

9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation -
Discussion and Possible Action regarding application for 319 Grant – Alderman Nagel stated that the process for the grant should begin as it must be submitted by August 2021.  Jeff Beochler is the point person.
10. Police

Police Report – Chief Johnson presented his report.  New cameras are installed and in working condition.  A possible officer candidate may be brought forward at the May Council Meeting.  Discussions have begun with WCUSD #6 to implement a “Lunch with a Cop” program.  Police Academy (of which there are four) currently has a waiting list for attendance.  The Lexipole system is currently underway and a computer grant will be filed with State Farm.
11. Streets and Alleys
Discussion and Possible Action regarding Illinois Environmental Protection Agency Request for Loan Disbursement, Illinois Water Revolving Loan Fund
Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Durako – all voted aye.

12. Utilities

13. Zoning
Russ Walls - on-going discussions of Zoning, Re-zoning and Properties – nothing new to report and it remains ongoing.  Mr. Fisher asks that the Council consider the possibility of an Ordinance to address Storage / Shipping Containers on properties within the city limits.  Discussion will continue.
14. New Business
The upcoming Utility Safety & Design Inc. (USDI) gas valve audit was discussed, as well as possible action for gas valve replacement.  The audit is scheduled for April 22 and if problems are discovered, the City will have 6 months to address.  A Special Meeting of the City Council is scheduled for April 12 at 7:00 pm to discuss a plan of action.

15. Old Business
Statement of Economic Interests forms are due to the County Clerk on May 1, 2021.  All were collected and will be submitted to Morgan County. 
Streets – Mike McEvers from Benton & Associates will meet with John Lyons this month and have a proposal for the work that is necessary.  Alderman Durako mentioned a Springfield Company that would be interested on bidding on any projects in Waverly.

The Mayor, Alderman, Treasurer and Clerk will be sworn in, as well as Committee assignments made at the May Council Meeting.
