MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING APRIL 02, 2024 AT 7:00 PM
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
Mayor Duewer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present were: Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Lyons, Alderwoman Robinette and Alderman Smith.  Absent was Alderman Nagel.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Nick Hurley requested that Patriot’s Pub be allowed to block a portion of South Pearl on Saturday, June 29th, for an A.B.A.T.E gathering.  No final decision was reached pending more information from potential businesses which could be affected by the closure.
Stu Good requested that the City support Waverly Community Picnic through providing port-a-potties, a dumpster and blocking streets.  Alderman Smith moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to approve the request.  All present voted aye.  Mr. Good also, asked about the possibility of closing a portion of Grove Street, close to the basketball courts if the 3-on-3 tournament expands – more information will be forth coming.  Also, the City Clerk will inquire of the City’s Insurance Representative concerning a petting zoo in the park during the picnic.
Corey Stewart – Junior Women’s Club concerning Salter Park.  Junior Women’s Club will again be hosting lunch at the park on Wednesdays during the summer and requested that picnic tables be made available.  Ms. Stewart also requested that a Community Kindness Box be placed at City Hall so the public can participate.  The request was approved.
Barry Austin - Lake property easement.  Mr. Austin is requesting to obtain City property at the lake adjacent to his residence.  The Mayor and Council will look into this request.
Metro Communications - fiber optic / communications project for Waverly.  Ms. Miranda Lambert, Public Relations Specialist, provided informational brochures to the City Council.
4. Approve Open Meeting Minutes from the March 05, 2024 Regular Meeting and March 18, 2024 Special Meeting
Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Smith to approve the minutes as presented.  All present voted aye.
5. Approve the Reports of Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer  

Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to approved all reports as presented.  All present voted aye.
6. Pay March Bills Due in April 2024
Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Baines to pay the March bills as presented.  All present voted aye.
7. Municipal
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Illinois Department of Transportation, State Route 104 Project.  On-going discussion.  As of August 2022, IDOT is responsible securing easement signatures.  UPDATE: the City has reached out to State Senators and the Governor’s Office to get funding assistance. NO NEW MOVEMENT.
Mayor Duewer indicated that he had heard a potential start date of 2025.  It is in the hands of IDOT.
8. Finance
No report.
9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the IDNR, Open Space Lands Acquisition and Development (OSLAD) grant process.  Benton and Associates were approved to begin the OSLAD Grant Application in July 2023.  This is an on-going project for one (1) to nine (9) years. 
**NOTE: Greg Hillis, Benton and Associates submitted our grant application on September 15, 2023.  The City of Waverly was NOT awarded the OSLAD grant for this year (2024)

On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible approval of the 319 Grant for the Waverly Lake TMDL & Watershed Plan Implementation.  Paperwork has been submitted David Souther, Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA).  We have been approved to received $90,000.  The process has begun, the Clerk will provide updates as they are received.  The project is moving forward.
Alderman Smith moved, second by Alderman Lyons to approve the grant submitted by G & H Marine, Decatur, Illinois for the Waverly Lake Shoreline Stabilization Project.  All present voted aye.
10. Police

Chief Johnson monthly reports included nothing unusual.  Chief Johnson also mentioned that part-time hours of police should be increasing due to increased availability.
Discussion and possible approval of hiring a Police Officer.  This item was tabled at this time.
11. Utilities, Streets and Alleys
John Lyons reported that Waverly passed their recent Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC) gas audit with no deficiencies.  Additionally, the EPA audit was also successful.  Mr. Lyons also mentioned that the pavilion and shed at Waverly Lake are in need of a new roof.
Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Smith to replace the roof on two (2) structures at Waverly Lake.  All present voted aye.
12. Committee Reports
Utility Committee met on 03/11/24 and the minutes from the March 18, 2024 Special Meeting were approved in earlier action.
13. Zoning
Discussion and possible approval of Zoning Committee proposal on Building Permits.  This item is tabled pending further information from Tony Miller and the Zoning Committee.
14. Old Business
No old business.
15. Executive Session: (i) The appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of specific employees of the City; and (ii) Pending or threatened litigation affecting the City.
Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Campbell to enter into Executive Session at 8:10 pm.  All present voted aye.

16. New Business
Discussion and possible action regarding the Waverly Warning Siren and who is the responsible party.  Per Phil McCarthy, IEMA, the responsibility for sounding the siren rests with West Central Dispatch.
Discussion and possible approval of dual-use agreement with the City of Franklin of our Ring-O-Matic Hydroexcavator.  It was agreed by the Council that the current practice of allowing the City of Franklin to use our equipment will remain in place.  Both cities share equipment as needed and as available.  Status quo will remain in place.
