1. Call to Order and Roll Call.

2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Greg Simmons, representing the Waverly Methodist Church Tractor & Car Show was approved to have East State Street (south side of Salter Park) be blocked off for this event on June 4, 2002.
Jason Shumaker, Waverly Volunteer Fire Department – Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to approve $10,000 for equipment for the Waverly Volunteer Fire Department & Rescue Squad.  All present voted aye.
John Duncan, Rise Broadband, made a presentation to the City Council regarding broadband services for the City of Waverly.  This issue will be discussed further at the June City Council meeting.
