1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
Mayor Duewer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present were Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Lyons, Alderman Nagel, Alderwoman Robinette and Alderman Smith.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Barry Austin - Lake property easement: Mr. Austin did not appear as there is nothing new report.
Stu Good – Waverly Picnic:  Mr. Good did not appear, however Kevin Reid requested approval from the Council to have a Car and Tractor Show during the Waverly Picnic.  Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Lyons to approve the request.  All present vote aye.
Darla Stewart – Waverly Public Library: Ms. Stewart brough to the Council for their approval a new Library Board Member.  Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to appoint Amy Clevenger as a member of the Waverly Public Library Board.  All present voted aye.

4. Approve Open Meeting Minutes from the April 02, 2024 Regular Meeting
Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Baines to approve the minutes as presented.  All present voted aye.
5. Approve the Reports of Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer  

Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Smith to approve all reports as presented.  All present voted aye,
6. Pay April Bills Due in May 2024
Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Campbell to pay the bills as presented.  All present voted aye.
7. Municipal
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Illinois Department of Transportation, State Route 104 Project.  On-going discussion.  As of August 2022, IDOT is responsible securing easement signatures.  UPDATE: the City has reached out to State Senators and the Governor’s Office to get funding assistance. NO NEW MOVEMENT.
Discussion and possible approval of the 2024 Motor Fuel Tax (MFT) budget as presented by Stefanie Ballinger, Benton & Associates.  The project presented will cover the oil and chip process for some street in Waverly.  Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Nagel to approve the spending of up to $35,000 in Motor Fuel Tax funds for the 2024 Oil and Chip process.  All present voted aye.
8. Finance
Initial reading of the Fiscal Year 2025 Appropriations Ordinance.
9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the IDNR, Open Space Lands Acquisition and Development (OSLAD) grant process.  Benton and Associates were approved to begin the OSLAD Grant Application in July 2023.  This is an on-going project for one (1) to nine (9) years. 
**NOTE: Greg Hillis, Benton and Associates submitted our grant application on September 15, 2023.  The City of Waverly was NOT awarded the OSLAD grant for this year (2024)
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible approval of the 319 Grant for the Waverly Lake TMDL & Watershed Plan Implementation.  Paperwork has been submitted David Souther, Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA).  We have been approved to received $90,000.  The process has begun, the Clerk will provide updates as they are received.  The project is moving forward.
Discussion and possible action to rescind the bid awarded to G&H Marine at the April City Council Meeting.  Jeff Boeckler, Northwater Consulting was present to provide information regarding the Waverly Lake Shoreline Stabilization Project and to discussion the recent bid received.  After some discussion, Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Campbell to rescind acceptance of the bid proved by G&H Marine at the April 2024 meeting.  All present voted aye.
Discussion and possible action regarding the process to re-bid the Waverly Lake Shoreline Stabilization Project.  Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Smith to approve rebidding of the Waverly Lake Shoreline Stabilization Project.  All present voted aye.
10. Police

Chief Johnson monthly reports.  Assistant Chief Divjak was present.  A letter of resignation and thank you from Chirs Johnson, Chief of Police was read to all Council members by Mayer Duewer.  Alderman Smith moved, second by Alderman Lyons to accept the resignation of Chief Johnson effective May 10, 2024.  All present voted yes.

Discussion and possible approval re-appoint Leo Peterson as part-time Police Officer, retroactive to 04/23/24.  Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Baines to reinstate Officer Leo Peterson effective April 23, 2024.  All present voted aye.
11. Utilities, Streets and Alleys
Discussion and possible approval of cashing in a CD to place into Water/Sewer Maintenance to cover operational expenditures, as well as a Sewer and IEPA loan.  Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to cash in the CD as present.  All present voted aye.
Discussion and possible approval of an increase of water/sewer rates.  This issue is tabled until the June meeting.
Discussion and possible action regarding Tanner Court and the City providing assistance with rock for a concrete project.  The Council approved for Superintendent Lyons to proceed with assisting Tanner Court on road restoration.
