MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING JULY 02, 2024 AT 7:00 PM
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
Mayor Duewer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present were: Alderman Baines, Alderman Lyons, Alderman Nagel, Alderwoman Robinette and Alderman Smith.  Alderman Campbell was absent.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Tom Palliser – discussion regarding flags.  Mr. Palliser reported that of the original 62 flags, 59 remain due to the removal of three (3) inground sleeves for the poles at some locations.  Mr. Palliser also requested that the flags be put up during the Waverly Community Picnic.  The Council approved the request.
Barry Austin – lake property easement.  Mr. Austin did not appear.
Michael Brown addressed the Council to request approval to begin planning for a 911 Memorial Jeep Ride and Car Show for September 14th around Salter Park.  The Council approved the request.

Aurora Grimmett addressed the Council to request approval to use Salter Park for a Fall Festival on October 12, 2024.  The Council approved the request.
Sue Palliser told the Council that People’s Bank is willing to provide financial assistance for the Salter Park Renovation Project.

Bennie McConnell announced a Teen Dance at the American Legion during the Waverly Community Picnic and requested approval to have Mud Volleyball again this year during the Waverly Community Picnic.  The Council approved the request.

4. Approve Open Meeting Minutes from the June 04, 2024 Regular Meeting
Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to approve the minutes as presented.  All present voted aye.
5. Approve the Reports of Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer  

Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Nagel to approve all reports as presented.  All present voted aye
6. Pay June Bills Due in July 2024
Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Smith to approve payment of all bills as presented.  All present voted aye.
7. Municipal
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Illinois Department of Transportation, State Route 104 Project.  On-going discussion.  As of August 2022, IDOT is responsible securing easement signatures.  UPDATE: the City has reached out to State Senators and the Governor’s Office to get funding assistance. NO NEW MOVEMENT.
Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to have our Insurance Agent (Curt Reznicek) file the appropriate claim for an accident involving a city employee.  All present voted aye.
8. Finance
Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Lyons to approve Ordinance 24-02 – FY25 Appropriations.  All present voted aye.
9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the IDNR, Open Space Lands Acquisition and Development (OSLAD) grant process.  Benton and Associates were approved to begin the OSLAD Grant Application in July 2023.  This is an on-going project for one (1) to nine (9) years. 
**NOTE: Greg Hillis, Benton and Associates submitted our grant application on September 15, 2023.  The City of Waverly was NOT awarded the OSLAD grant for this year (2024)

On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible approval of the 319 Grant for the Waverly Lake TMDL & Watershed Plan Implementation.  Paperwork has been submitted David Souther, Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA).  We have been approved to received $90,000.  The process has begun, the Clerk will provide updates as they are received.  The project is moving forward.
10. Police

Officer Berola reported no major issues for the previous month.  He reported 204.5 hours worked by officers taking 46 calls and 35 officer interactions.  Officer Berola also reported that the police radios are in bad shape and need replacement.
11. Utilities, Streets and Alleys
John Lyons reported that the Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC) found no deficiencies during the recent gas audit.

Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Smith approve the purchase of a laser leak detection and “squeeze off” tool as recommended by the ICC.  All present voted aye.
John Lyons was given approval to move forward with additional summer hires from the list of those already interviewed/approved.
12. Committee Reports
Utility Committee met on July 1st.   The first reading of the proposed ordinance increasing water / sewer rates will be at the August City Council Meeting.  The City Clerk was directed to provide a detailed write-up for placement in the Waverly Journal. 
13. Zoning
Mr. Houchins reported that the zoning committee is working on a revised fencing procedure.
