MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING JULY 05, 2023 AT 7:00 P.M.
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
Mayor Duewer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present were: Alderman Baines, Alderman Campbell, Alderman Cleveland, Alderman Gary, Alderman Nagel and Alderwoman Robinette.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Mason Musick, McCarthy Heart Hats Program, McCarthy Building Company to discuss ways to provide community service to Waverly.  Mr. Musick did not appear.
Darla Stewart, Waverly Public Library Window Replacement project.  Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to approved funding (29,882.86) for the project from the City of Waverly.  All present voted aye.
Jeanne Pasley / Tammy Miner to discuss mud volleyball.  The Council gave approval for this event and it was agreed that clean-up after the event would happen quickly.
Russell Walls to discuss the Open Meetings Act and transparent government.  Mr. Walls presented the Council with several documents with issues dating from 2007 to present.  No action was taken.
4. Approve Open Meeting Minutes from the June 13, 2023 Meeting
Alderman Gray moved, second by Alderman Nagel to approved the minutes as presented.  All present voted aye.
5. Approve the Reports of Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer  

Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to approved all reports as presented.  All present voted aye.
6. Pay June Bills Due in July 2023
Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to pay all bills as presented.  All present voted aye.
7. Municipal
Greg Hillis, Benton & Associates.  Discussion and possible action to accept the proposal for work items regarding the State of Illinois Natural Resources’ “Open Space Land Acquisition and Development (OSLAD) Grant Program to assist the City in the preparation of the specified OSLAD Grant Application.  Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Nagel to approve beginning the OSLAD Grant Application as presented.  All present voted aye.
Discussion and possible action of taverns staying open later during the Waverly Community Picnic.  Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to allow taverns to remain open late on Friday and Saturday of the Waverly Community Picnic.  All present voted aye.
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Illinois Department of Transportation, State Route 104 Project.  On-going discussion.  As of August 2022, IDOT is responsible securing easement signatures.  UPDATE: see memorandum from Benton & Associates for Drinking Water Construction Permit sent on 01/09/23 and Utility Easement Agreement between Franklin and Waverly.
Discussion and possible action regarding the IDOT 2024 Truck Access Route Program (TARP) for possible road improvement on Harker Street.  Alderman Gray moved, second by Alderman Nagel to accept the Engineering Services Agreement presented by Benton & Associates.  All present voted aye.
Discussion and possible action regarding Motor Fuel Tax funds for routine maintenance projects.  Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Baines to utilize Motor Fuel Tax funds for street maintenance projects.  All present voted aye.
8. Finance
Discussion and possible approval of the Final Appropriations Ordinance for Fiscal Year 2024.  Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderman Nagel to adopt Ordinance 23-03: An Ordinance for Making Appropriations for Corporate Purposes for the City of Waverly, Morgan County, Illinois, for The Fiscal Year Commencing May 1, 2023 and Ending April 30, 2024.  All present voted aye.
9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible approval of the 319 Grant for the Waverly Lake TMDL & Watershed Plan Implementation.  Paperwork has been submitted by David Souther, Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA).  We have been approved and are awaiting payment ($90,000)
10. Police

Chief Johnson monthly reports.  Nothing unusual was reported for the month of June Activity Report.  Security cameras at Waverly Lake are ready to be installed pending arrival of a bucket truck.  Security cameras at the Sever Plant are scheduled for installation on July 7, 2023.
Discussion and possible approval of pay increase for Mike Robinson and Devon Smock (retroactive back to May 1).  Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to grant the requested pay increase effective May 1, 2023.  All present voted aye.
11. Utilities, Streets and Alleys
Discussion and possible action regarding rate increase (Apple Creek) and new metering system for the City of Waverly customers. This item will be discussed at a later date.
12. Committee Reports
A meeting was held with Benton & Associates to discuss possible renovation project for Salter Park.  This issue was addressed under Municipal.
13. Zoning
No issues were discussed
14. Old Business:
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding utilization of the State of Illinois Non-Entitlement Units (NEU) funds from ARPA’s Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery (“CLFR”) funds.  Report was submitted on time and accepted with no feedback received.  WE ARE UP TO DATE UNTIL APRIL 30, 2024.  Remaining funds available as of 07/01/23: $11,486.93,
Discussion and possible action regarding fixing the existing walls after demolition at 129 / 143 North Pearl Street.  This issue was removed as an action item with no further discussion.
15. New Business
Discussion and possible approval to keeping Executive Minutes closed.  Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Baines to keeping Executive Session minutes closed.  All present voted aye.
Discussion and possible action regarding purchase of dump truck from the Village of Franklin.  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Campbell to purchase the dump truck ($7000) from the City of Franklin.  All present voted aye.
Discussion and possible action on pay increases for Sharon Wisdom, Andy Smith, John Lyons and Mark Lowder.  Alderwoman Robinette moved, second by Alderman Cleveland to grant the requested pay increase effective July 1, 2023.  All present voted aye.
16. Executive Session: (i) The appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of specific employees of the City; and (ii) Pending or threatened litigation affecting the City.  Alderman Cleveland moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to enter Executive Session at 7:50 pm.  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Nagel to re-enter Open Session at 8:17 pm.
