MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING SEPTEMBER 05, 2023 AT 7:00 P.M.
1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
Mayor Duewer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Present were: Jeff Baines, Alderman, Terry Campbell, Alderman, Shane Gray, Alderman, Joe Nagel, Alderman and Stacy Robinette, Alderwoman.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Tracy Reznicek addressed the Council concerning the condition of a neighbor’s yard.  Mayor Duewer explained the process for abatement of a nuisance and that notice has been given and the owner has thirty (30) days to come into compliance or will face a citation and possible fine.

Shelby Dowson. Globe Life Insurance explained the benefits of the program which can be offered to city employees and left information for review.  Ms. Dowson stated that she is willing to come and meet with employees to explain the plan in more detail.
Darla Stewart, Waverly Public Library provided and update on window project and new Library Board Members. Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Gray to accept the new Wavely Public Library Board Members (Stacy Holder, Gloria Rojas and Amanda DeFord).  All present vote aye
Russ Walls presented several items to the Council.
4. Approve Committee Meeting, Public Meeting and Regular Meeting Minutes from the August 01, 2023 Meeting
Alderman Gray moved, second by Alderwoman Robinette to approve the minutes as presented.  All present voted aye.
5. Approve the Reports of Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer  

Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Gray to approve the reports as presented.
6. Pay August Bills Due in September 2023
Alderman Campbell moved, second by Alderman Baines to pay the bills as presented.  All present voted aye.
7. Municipal
Mayor Duewer read a “Thank You” note from the picnic committee which expressed its deep appreciation for all the kindness and support prior to and during the 2023 Waverly Picnic.

Discussion and possible action to appoint an individual to fill the vacant Ward 1 seat on the City Council.  This issued was tabled until the October meeting.
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Illinois Department of Transportation, State Route 104 Project.  On-going discussion.  As of August 2022, IDOT is responsible securing easement signatures.  UPDATE: see memorandum from Benton & Associates for Drinking Water Construction Permit sent on 01/09/23 and Utility Easement Agreement between Franklin and Waverly.  The latest report is that the project could take another two (2) years before work will begin.

Janie Headen of Benton & Associates was present to provide information and status of the project.  The City is seeking involvement and funding assistance from the State of Illinois as the water line is a vital part of services for both Wavely and Franklin.  The Governor and State Senators McClure and Tracy have been contacted with possible follow up meetings to occur.

9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible action regarding the IDNR, Open Space Lands Acquisition and Development (OSLAD) grant process.  Benton and Associates were approved to begin the OSLAD Grant Application in July 2023.  This is an on-going project for one (1) to nine (9) years.  Greg Hillis, Benton and Associates has prepared and submitted our grant application.
The grant submission deadline was changed from August 312, 2023 to September 15, 2023.  The City of Waverly OSLAD Grant application will be submitted on time.  Alderman Gray also provided clarification that it is the City that is spearheading the project and not the Waverly Junor Women’s Club as previously stated.
On-going discussion.  Discussion and possible approval of the 319 Grant for the Waverly Lake TMDL & Watershed Plan Implementation.  Paperwork has been submitted David Souther, Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA).  We have been approved and awaiting the $90,000.
Alderman Nagel moved second bey Alderman Gray to approve the draft exhibits for the Wavery Lake Shoreline Stabilization project.  All present voted aye.
10. Police

Chief Johnson reports no unusual activity for the month and that hours are down due to lack of available officers to work evenings and weekends.  “Lunch with a Cop” will resume at Waverly Elementary School for the 2023/24 school year and will take place every two (2) weeks.
Discussion and possible action regarding Security Cameras at Waverly Lake due to the inability of Mr. Matt Martin to provide the required services.  Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Baines to end the project with Mr. Martin and move on to another provider.  All present voted aye.

Discussion and possible action regarding purchase of a pump (diesel powered) for use for water main breaks and sewer problems.  Alderman Baines moved, second by Alderman Nagel to approve the purchase of the Dri-Prime Diesel Pump.  All present voted aye.

Discussion and possible action regarding rate increase (Apple Creek) and new metering system for the City of Waverly customers. It was decided that an additional meeting is needed prior to bringing a proposal to the Council for a vote.
