MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING OCTOBER 12, 2021 AT 7:00 P.M.

1. Call to Order and Roll Call.
The meeting scheduled for October 5th was rescheduled to October 12th due to the lack of a quorum.
Mayor Duewer called the October 12th meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present were Alderman Campbell, Alderman Durako, Alderman Gray and Alderman Nagel.  Alderman Baines and Alderman Cleveland were not present.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Comments from the Floor
Tony Moore of Republic Services wishes to address the Council regarding the possibility of a municipal contract for trash services.  Mr. Moore provided information on October 5 and will provide additional information as the City Council requests if needed
Stan Crow made inquiry regarding lawns / properties that are in poor condition.  The Clerk and Chief of Police are meeting with the City Attorney to discuss the proper way to proceed.
Heather Viele, Illinois Municipal Gas Agency (IMGA), spoke regarding natural gas prices and the prospect of locking in gas prices through 2028

4. Approve Open Meeting Minutes from the September 07, 2021 Meeting
Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Durako to approve the minutes from the City Council Meeting for September 7, 2021.  All present voted aye.
5. Approve the Reports of Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer  

Alderman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Durako to approved the reports from the Clerk, Collector, Bookkeeper and Treasurer.  All present voted aye
6. Pay September Bills Due in October 2021
Alderoman Nagel moved, second by Alderman Gray to pay the September bills due in October 2021.  All present voted aye.
7. Municipal
Discussion and possible action regarding the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT), State Route 104 Project.  Jamie Headen will be present to discuss this issue.  After discussion it was determined that there first needs to be a meeting with Franklin to determine their position regarding the project.  Following that meeting, a meeting with IDOT will be held to present our position regarding the project and property proposals made by IDOT.
8. Finance
Alderman Durako moved, second by Alderman Nagel to revise the Apple Creek water rates from $3.40 per 1000 gallons to $4.25 per 1000 gallons effective with the usage beginning November 1, 2021, as well as extending the rate renewal process from twelve (12) months to twenty-four (24) months.  All present voted aye.

Alderman Durako moved, second by Alderman Gray to approve the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) wastewater loan revised agreement.  All present voted aye.
9. Parks, Lakes, and Recreation 
The 319 Project at Waverly Lake coordinated by Jeff Boeckler will remain as an open item.  Scott Duewer will provide information to Mr. Boeckler regarding the areas to be addressed at the lake and Mr. Boeckler will coordinate the writing of the grant proposal.
10. Police

Morgan County handled motor vehicle entries and a theft that occurred in Waverly.  Several calls were handled by officers during the month.  Training at the Police Academy for two officers is at the half way point toward completion.
11. Streets and Alleys
Report on Department of Natural Resources (DNR) 50/50 Grant for Parks & Playground by Jamie Headen of Benton & Associates.  This issue remains as an on-going project.
John Lyons reported that there will be no new supplies of street salt for the upcoming 2021/22 winter season.  The City has salt left over from last year and it will be used sparingly during the upcoming winter season.

13. Zoning
Discussion and possible approval of compensation for the Zoning Committee members.  This item was tabled until the November City Council meeting.
14. Committee Reports
No committees met.
15. Old Business:
Report regarding the State of Illinois Non-Entitlement Units (NEU) receiving payments from the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) Coronavirus Local Fiscal Recovery (“CLFR”) funds.  This remains an open item with a recommendation that the Finance Committee (Shane Gray and Evan Durako), the Treasurer and the Mayor meet to discuss a plan for usage of the ARPA.
16. New Business
Discussion and possible approval of change in service contract from Mickey’s Linens to Aramark.  This item was tabled until the November City Council Meeting
Discussion and possible action regarding our natural gas loan and an optional repayment plan from Illinois Finance Authority (suggestion made by the auditors), in lieu of one lump sum.  This issue was tabled until the November City Council meeting.
Alderman Durako moved, second by Alderman Campbell to lock in the Natural Gas prices for the years 2025/26, 2026/27 and 2027/28 with the Fixed price of 85% at the Current Market Price of $3.50.  All present voted aye.
